“ The careers of SA rugby players Darcy Sadler and Breanna Nathan have been taken to a new level after they were named in the national women’s sevens side to contest the Borneo tournament this weekend.

  The pair were selected in the 12-person team for the Asian event starting on Friday after impressing at national camp.

  Sadler is the daughter of former state coach in Portugal for the past three years, and former national touch team member Stephanie Martin, and will be making her debut in the Australian sevens side.

  She plays with Old Collegians where her father took the club to its most recent premier division title in 2006, while Nathan is with Onkaparinga.  Another Old Collegians member Eloise Birch is also in the 21-person national sevens squad, but missed selection for Borneo.

  Rugby will return to the Olympic family in 2016, with men’s and women’s sevens on the Rio de Janeiro program.

  China, Taiwan, Hong Kong, Japan, Kazakhastan, South Korea, Singapore, Thailand, Papua New Guinea and Australia have entered the Borneo event.”
