Team sports can teach your child about the bigger picture.

At some point in life, everyone goes through 
challenges.

When you play 
sports on a team, you quickly learn that every choice 
you make has impacts your teammates and your 
opponents!

Team sports can teach your child to be 

decisive.
Making choices can often be difficult. But the truth is, human beings often over-complicate very simple deci-
sions. Playing team sports causes your child to reason and come to a conclusion at a quicker pace than they 
might in their day to day life.
